In the previous issue of Poultry Press (Vol. 19,

Berkowitz, about his treatment of
the 40,000 hens who lay eggs
for his company, crammed

in metal cages in a barren,
windowless building.
Berkowitz acknowledged

that Little Rhody engages

in forced molting, the egg-
industry practice in which
hens are totally starved or
deprived of vital nutrients,
anywhere from several days
to two full weeks, in order

to regulate egg prices and
prepare the survivors for
another round of egg-laying
before being disposed of.
Berkowitz said Little Rhody
removes all food from the hens
“until they have lost 15-20 percent
of their body weight,” but he refused
to tell Christa for how many days (or
weeks) his hens are forced to sit in their
cages with nothing to eat.

Background on Forced Molting

In 1992, United Poultry Concerns discovered
the literature on the forced molting of laying hens,
including the link between forced molting and
Salmonella enteritidis bacterial poisoning of force-molted
hens, their eggs, and consumers and handlers of eggs
and egg products. (Hens' immune systems break down
under the strain of starvation causing severe bacterial
infections in their ovaries and other vital organs.)

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Our discoveries prompted a campaign that lasted
for more than a decade in which United Poultry
Concerns and the Association of Veterinarians for
Animal Rights worked together to expose this horrible
egg industry practice. So successful was our campaign
— it produced a scathing front-page article, “Cracks in

the Egg Industry,” in the Sunday Edition of 75e
Washington Post on April 30, 2000 — that
United Egg Producers, the trade group
claiming to represent 95 percent of
U.S. egg producers, renounced
forced molting by total starvation
in favor of a nutritionally
deficient “molt diet.” Starting
in 2006, UEP-certified egg
producers could no longer
molt their hens by depriving
them of all food.

In 2004, United Egg
Producers surveyed 46 egg
companies to learn what kind
of a molt program they were

using at that time. Twenty-
two companies said they used a
starvation (“food-deprivation”)
program and 24 companies
said they were using a nutrient-
deficient (“low-nutrient”) molt diet.
Eighty percent of the “low-nutrient”
companies said they would continue using

the molt diet instead of taking away all the
hens’ food.

What Does This Tell Us About Little Rhody Egg
Farms?

Little Rhody is not a member of United Egg
Producers and therefore does not have to meet even the
minimal “welfare” standards set by UEP for its member
companies. Little Rhody force-molts the company’s hens
using a starvation procedure that, by the late 1990s, had
been publicly condemned not only by the animal rights
community but by poultry scientists, veterinarians, and
the U.S. Department of Agriculture.

includes millions of hens each year. And even though
the low nutrient “molt diet” is less inhumane than
no food at all, forced molting by any means is a cruel
violation of the natural molting behavior of birds.

Forced Molting vs. Natural Molting

Molting refers to the replacement in birds of old
feathers with new ones. In nature, birds replace all

of their feathers in the course of a year. A natural
molt occurs most often and obviously near the

onset of winter in response to the shortening hours
of sunlight. At this time the hen lays fewer or no
eggs, devoting her energies instead to staying warm
and renewing her plumage for the cold months
ahead. The egg industry exploits this natural process
by forcing an entire flock to molt simultaneously.
Deprived of food and essential nutrients, the hens
stop laying eggs, and their feathers fall out. Unlike
force-molted hens, chickens molting naturally do not
stop eating, they are not traumatized, and they do
not become sick with Salmonella infections the way
force-molted hens do. Forced molting is based on the
desires of egg producers, rather than being a natural
response of the hen’s body to the season of the year.

t was very early in the

When I gently pried open a spot under her warm
feathers, I found her little one, still and lifeless. I left
her alone with her baby, knowing she'd come out in her
own time. Three days later, Lena joined Dahlia and her
spotted chick; however, I noticed that each time Lena
drew near the chick, Dahlia would call the youngster to
her side and cover the chick with her feathers.

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and time again, she intruded on Dahlia
and her baby. Each time she called,
the chick responded, and each
time this happened, Dahlia
would coax the chick back to
herself. All the other hens in
the yard watched as the two
hens battled over the baby,
who meanwhile seemed quite
content to have two caring
mothers.

What happened one afternoon
was nothing short of wonderful. Lena
had just called Dahlia’s chick to her side,

and Dahlia was flustered as usual, but this time
something different took place. Instead of the stealing
and reclaiming that had become habitual, this time the
two hens sat down together under the hackberry tree,
with their beloved fluffy chick between them, and began
what can only be called “a conversation.”

It seemed the two hens had decided it was time to
come to an understanding, and after several minutes of
low clucks, chirps and cheeps, my eyes followed them
as they stood up and started scratching together in the
dark brown earth. Only now, instead of bickering, the
two mother hens encouraged their baby to eat the seeds
they found there, then made their way about the yard,
cooing and caring for their treasured little one.

Over the next few days, the baby and her two
loving mothers were inseparable. If a special delicacy
was found, both mothers called the chick, waited for
her to run to their side, then scratching and clucking in
unison, they encouraged the little one to enjoy the treat.
Any time a hawk flew overhead, the mothers were there,
sitting on the chick and keeping her safe. Even now,
weeks later, there isn’t a moment when the two mother
hens and their privileged chick leave each other’s side.
Theirs is a life of happiness and peace, which they have

chosen to live as a family.

It may seem easier to eat “humane meat” without the ability to nest or the space to establish a

pecking order. Pigs and cattle are shipped year-round in
open trucks to conventional slaughterhouses. Seventy-
two hours before their slaughter, birds are crated with
seven other birds. After three days without food, they
are grabbed by their feet, up-ended in metal cones, and
without any stunning, have their throats slit.

This is the system Pollan proclaims praiseworthy. In
the end, Polyface’s view is the same as Tyson’s — these
individuals are, ultimately, just meat to be sold for a
profit. It’s logically and emotionally impossible for there
to be any real respect, any true, fundamental concern
for the interests of these individuals when these living,
breathing, feeling animals exist only to be butchered
and consumed. If we insist that we must consume actual
animal flesh instead of a vegetarian option, it’s naive,
at best, to believe any system will really take good care
of the animals we pay them to slaughter. If you say an
individual is just meat, they’ll be treated as such. . . . .

Although cruelty to all animals is prohibited
under California Penal Code 597, “Animal Welfare
Provisions - Cruelty to Animals,” an exception appears in
Section 597.3 where live-market animals are arbitrarily
defined as ‘frogs, turtles, and birds . . . with the exception
of poultry.” Birds such as quails and partridges are classed
separately from chickens, turkeys, ducks and geese,
commonly defined as “poultry” by the U.S. Department
of Agriculture.

Singled out for particular cruelty to chickens
are Raymond Young’s market at UN Plaza in the Civic
Center, and New Longs live poultry market in the
parking lot of Good Hope Baptist Church. Though
San Francisco’s Animal Care and Control Department
has cited Raymond Young hundreds of times, the San
Francisco District Attorney’s office will not prosecute
vendors, claiming that because “the statutes on animal
cruelty very specifically make exceptions regarding the
handling of live poultry, there is no legal means to
prosecute.”

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Animal advocates are currently seeking legal opinions
to determine whether live-market “poultry” really are
excluded from all protective coverage under California’s
animal cruelty law, and whether the only recourse for
helping these birds is to change the state law as the DA’s
office contends. Meanwhile, market overseers can establish
basic humane standards for vendors to:

¥ Drovide fresh water and food for birds at all times in
containers that don’t get knocked over and that are
not filled with feces.
Provide shade instead of forcing birds to sit in cages
for hours under the hot sun.

¥ Stop throwing crated birds onto the ground from
transport trucks and stop yanking them violently out
of the crates.

¥ Stop holding birds by their wings and carrying them
upside down by their feet. Vendors should hold birds
upright in their arms.
Stop tying birds’ feet together and leaving them with
their feet tied on the ground.

¥ Stop packaging live birds in plastic and paper bags for
customers to walk away with.

Please urge Amy Brown and Reverend Whiteside
to uphold these standards and urge, furthermore,
that live animal markets be banned from government
and church property in the County and City of San

Prisoned Chickens, Poisoned Eggs is an outstanding
expose of modern intensive poultry production.
The author, Karen Davis, displays a respectful,
tender appreciation of the birds she writes about, yet
unflinchingly takes the reader through every abusive
aspect of industrialized chickens’ lives, frequently
quoting from research by the world’s leading poultry
scientists. The deprivation Dr. Davis describes is all the
more poignant in the light of her accounts of birds’
intelligence, the devotion shown to their young, and
their undoubted capacity for enjoyment, given a natural
environment.

She tells how the mother hen communicates
with chicks still in the shell, and how later she’ll
periodically shelter them under her wings for up to
eight weeks — longer than the entire “lifespan” of a
modern broiler chicken. Davis writes of ancestral
memories, citing research indicating that in battery
cages, hens go through the motions of dustbathing

(vacuum dustbathing) on the bare wire of the cage floor,

so dispelling the myth that “what they've never known
they don’t miss.”
